We are still making less City Income tax 
dollars each Month compared to last year. 
At the end of 2009 the amount received 
was $1.5 million less than 2008 for the 
year. So far we are approaching over $2 
million in losses and that is not including 
losing Graco and Beauty systems. Next year 
between the two Companies alone we 
could experience another half million less 
than we made in 2008 added on to the to-
tal.  It may be $2.5 million total as we go into 2011. 

It is very hard seeing a City dismantled. Especially one we are all so 
proud of. 

The average home in Macedonia is $200,000. The average or median 
income depicted in Crains Magazine as of November 2009 was 
$81,443. The owner of a $200,000 house pays 18 cents a day right now 
for all the services the City provides. Police, Fire, Service, Building stan-
dards, Court, jails etc.. 

I am told that I use scare tactics and do nothing but paint a picture of 
doom and gloom. Sometimes the same tactics are used to describe a 
medical condition. Nobody wants to hear those words either. Unfortu-
nately, it is the duty of your Doctor and your Mayor to provide you 
with awareness. 

I will say no more this Month so that we all can reflect on what I have 
said above.
