did not receive a letter, your property has not hedfected by the changesThe full text of
new Ordinance No. 30-2009 relating to flood regalat and entitled “Special Purpose Flood
Damage Reduction” is on file in the office of thee® of Council. The map may be obtained
from the City Engineer.

Section 909.04 of the Codified Ordinances of they®f Macedonia is hereby
amended June 11, 2009 to read as follows:

909.04 Noxious Weeds. i
(@) Itis hereby determined that noxiand/or uncultivated weeds and gra

growing at a height in excess of eight inches ghér, upon any improved propert
within the City after the first day of May of eagbar are a public nuisance. For purposes




herein, property which has constructed upon itnqaroximity to it, any building or similar
structure used or intended to be used as the denoicpersons or as a place of business where
persons reside during working hours, or any prgpara residential subdivision to which is
extended any improvement required by the SubdiriBiegulations, shall be considered
improved property.

(b) The Clerk, no later than the first of Jufieach year, shall cause notice on the City’s
webpage and cable station of this regulation thatiires that all owners of improved property,
in the City, to regularly remove the weeds andtbatgrass growing upon their properties during
the ensuing months of the year, by maintaininggitaass and any cultivated weeds below a
height of eight inches on the entirety of any inya® property and removing any and all large
piles or accumulations of cut grass and weeds Baiah property.

(c) Should any weeds or grass defined aboveure on any improved property within the
City, after the foregoing notice has been madeBin&ling Commissioner shall cause a written
notice to be served by regular mail or personaldgl upon the owner, lessee, agent or tenant
having charge of such land, notifying him thatwWeseds and grass are growing on such lands
and that they must be cut or destroyed within s¢vgdays after the service of such notice. If
the address of such owner lessee, agent or teagimghcharge of the lands is unknown, it shall
be sufficient to publish such notice once in a mEper of general circulation in the City, and/or
on the City’s webpage. If the owner, lessee, aigetenant having charge of the lands fails to
comply with the above notice, the Building Comnussr shall cause all weeds herein and grass
to be removed and/or cut Thereupon, the expenak wécessary work, including but not limited
to cutting, mowing, raking and applying weed killehall be billed to the property owner by
regular mail or personal delivery and, upon hikifa to reimburse the City this amount within
thirty days thereafter, written notice shall mayrbade to the County Fiscal Officer advising of
the City’s action with a statement of the chargedlie services, including all services referred
to above, the fees of the officers who made theismrthe notice and return, and a proper
description of the premises, and a request thauah costs and fees be entered upon the tax
duplicate and a lien upon such lands from and #fieedate of the entry which shall be collected
as other taxes and be returned to the Municipatibording to law. In the alternative, direct
legal action may be taken by the Director of Lawecover these expenses.

(d)  After two such written notices within thense calendar year are served by the Zoning
Inspector upon the owner, lessee, agent or teraamidp charge of such land, the City will assess
a $100.00 fine upon the owner, lessee, agent antdraving charge of such land for each
subsequent infraction. Each day that the imprgregerty is not brought in compliance with
this section following the issuance of the reqaisibtices to the owner, lessee, agent or tenant,
shall constitute a separate infraction.

(e) If the property owner does not pay thesediwithin a period of thirty (30) days, the City
may file a lien against the subject property with County Fiscal Auditor. Such amount shall
be a debt of the person to who assessed untilgmaidin case of delinquency, may be enforced
as delinquent City property taxes or by a suitgfasuch person by the City, County, or
subsequent property owner who paid off such lien.

"Grass-cycling” for Greener
Surface Waters

Did you know that you can maintain a healthier lasaye money, and protect the environment,
all at the same time? You can, when you use $3cgsling” as one of your healthy landscaping
practices. The term “grass-cycling” simply meagesving your grass clippings on the lawn,
instead of sweeping them into the street, or bagthiem for disposal in the nearest landfill.
When grass clippings end up in the street, theyigieed up by storm water runoff and carried
down the storm drain path into the nearest strelalake. Grass clippings introduce excess

nitrogen to surface waters, causing algae blooms.
When the algae decompose, they use up all of the
available oxygen, and fish and aquatic animals
cannot survive.

More than four million tons of grass clippings

and other yard waste are dumped annually into
landfills. The collection and disposal cost is abou
$100.00 per ton, so keeping grass clippings on the
lawn is both environmentally, and economically,

a sound idea.

Grass clippings are a valuable organic product,
which can add vigor and durability to your lawnlippings left on the lawn recycle nutrients,
saving you about 25% of your annual fertilizer sosEvery garbage bag full of grass clippings
contains up to ¥ Ib. of useable nitrogen, a vakiabil nutrient. You can avoid or eliminate the
use of fertilizers and other lawn chemicals bywiig soil organisms to return these nutrients to
the soil. You should also have your soil testegde what other nutrients you may need, and in
what amounts. This will keep you from over-fedifig, save you money, and will also protect
our valuable water supply.

Grass-cycling is an uncomplicated, affordable, l@are practice. Mow your grass when it is
dry and 3-4 inches tallNever cut it shorter than 1 % - 2 % inchesThis method puts more
nutrients into the roots. Allowing your lawn tovaaa larger and deeper root system will protect
it against weeds and droughts. Always keep movaetds sharp. Use a mulching mower if you
have one. A sharp blade and frequent mowing watpce finer clippings that will decompose
quickly. If you have problems using your mowerhwitit the bagger, call your dealer for
assistance.

You can reduce your mowing time by 25-30% by legwhppings on the lawn. You will also
eliminate raking, emptying mower bags, trips to¢heb, and purchasing lawn trash bags. You
don’t have to worry about an unsightly appearabeeause frequent mowing or using a
mulching mower produces short clippings which glyicksappear completely in less than a
month, depending upon temperature and moistureitoomsl




If you only want to collect your clippings occasadly, you can recycle them as mulch in the
garden or flower beds. Mulch is a layer of matgyiaced on the surface of the soil to conserve
moisture and restrict weed growth. Mulching aslds nutrients, modifies soil temperature and
helps maintain good soil structure. A layer of nubtan prevent erosion by protecting the soil
surface. Clippings decompose quickly, so replaeetfrequently when using as mulch. Avoid
mulching with clippings that have been recently

treated with herbicides, because they can harm
your landscape plants. Chemically treated
clippings should be left on the lawn or composted
where herbicides will break down. Use as a
mulch only after three mowings, following any
herbicide application.

Since they decompose rapidly, clippings do not
contribute to thatch problems. But a thick layker o
thatch can prevent clippings from reaching the
soil. Thatch is a layer of organic materials made
up of grass roots, leaf sheaths, and rhizomes,

which lies directly on top of the soil and slowly
decomposes. If you have thatch in your lawn, use
a de-thatcher, a core aeration machine, or a redeed r A %2 inch layer of thatch is no problem,
but a thicker layer will keep clippings from reaoctithe soil.

If you don’t want to leave clippings on the lawiouycan compost grass clippings. First, make
sure to check your local ordinances to see if catipg is allowed in your community.
Remember, if you just have grass clippings in yaampost pile, they will mat together,
depriving the composting microbes of oxygen andiraya bad odor. Make sure you add
leaves and sticks to the clippings in a ratio oééhparts leaves to one-part grass clippings.
Turning the compost with a pitchfork frequently batld oxygen to the compost and eliminate
odors. You can sift your compost with a screenaadl’2 inch as a top dressing on your lawn,
to maintain healthier turf. For more informatiom @mposting contact this office or the Ohio
Cooperative Extension Service at (330) 928-4769.

Finally, if your lawn is planted with cool seasamags, such as Kentucky Bluegrass, you can
reduce your mowing time and expenses as well aswater bill by allowing your lawn to go
dormant.

Dormancy is a natural survival mechanism for tueisges. While dormant, the crowns (and
roots) of grass plants are alive, but existing ldatles turn brown and no new leaves are
produced. Generally, turf grass can remain dorrfaant to 6 weeks, without significant damage
to the plants. Actively growing Kentucky Bluegrdaa/ns require up to 1.5 inches of water per
week, while a dormant Bluegrass lawn requires Orflyinches of water every two weeks. A
light watering or rainfall of 0.5 inches every tm@eks, supplies enough moisture to keep
crowns, rhizomes, and roots, hydrated and alives [Bav volume of water will not “re-green” a
dormant lawn, but it will help to insure good reeoy once rainfall occurs again in the fall. If




the dry weather persists, then water the lawnhag been dormant for 4 to 6 weeks. Apply 1 to
1 % inches of water in a single application. il not cause the grass to green up, but it will
keep the turfgrass crowns and roots alive. Ifdheconditions continue, then water every four
weeks. Itis also important to avoid excess fowt mechanical traffic while the lawn is
dormant. Dormant lawns should not require mowisighey do not generate new leaf blades to
replace the damaged ones, so excess traffic cthesesisting
foliage to break down and wear away. Once thadeliis
gone, continued traffic begins to injure plant cnewesulting
in weakening or death.

So the next time you mow, instead of filling up ¢amdfills or
tossing those grass clippings in the river wheey thill add
unwanted nutrients, put them to good use to enhance
everyone’s environment. In nature, everything tregipens is
part of a cycle, and one organism’s waste is amothe
organism’s food or shelter. If we think about gards as part
of the larger ecosystem, we can learn to use pexcthat are
beneficial to not only our small corner, but to thieole planet
that we share.

State Route 8 and Interstate 271 in Boston Heights, = Hudson, Macedonia and
Northfield Center Township

(Friday night, July 31 - Until further notice)

SR 8 from Highland Rd. to Macedonia Commons will have various nightly one
lane conditions in either or both directions for paving work. These one lane
conditions on SR 8 will begin Friday night, July 31 and will occur from 8 p.m. until
5 a.m. through mid-August. This work is weather dependant.

(Until further notice)

[-271 from SR 82 to SR 8 will have various nightly one lane conditions in either or
both directions for paving work. These one lane conditions on I-271 will occur
from 7 p.m. until 6 a.m. through mid-August. This work is weather dependant.

As a reminder, the newly constructed SR 8 entrance ramp to 1-271 northbound is now
open and the previous SR 8 northbound entrance ramp to 1-271 northbound (north of
the SR 8/Highland Rd. intersection) is now closed.

This work is part of a $109.7 million project for the reconstruction of SR 8 from just
south of Twinsburg Rd. to just north of 1-271. New ramps will access 1-271 and SR 8.
Twinsburg Rd. has been separated from SR 8 and Highland Rd. has been widened with
additional turn lanes and new signalization. The entire

project is scheduled to be complete by November 2009.

State Route 82 in the City of Macedonia
(Until further notice)

Park Ave. at SR 82 is closed until mid-August for reconstruction. The detour is SR 82
to East Valley View Rd. This work is part of a $14 million project to widen SR 82 to five
lanes from South Bedford Rd. to just east of Crow Dr. with the replacement of the
railroad bridge over SR 82 in the City of Macedonia. This project also includes drainage
and signal improvements. The entire project is scheduled to be complete by late
October 2009.
