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 History 101- 
 

The construction of the Route 82 Bridge started in about 1900. In an 
article by Mrs. Beatrice Shaw reference is made to the fact that the 
residents at that time were against the Rail Road crossing their roads, 
without their consent. This was pre-automobile of course, but there 
was still concern for the safety of the “at grade” (same level)  
crossings. Trains spooked horses and people alike. The big smoke 
breathing monsters were unnatural and unnerving. The Railroad at that 
time was called the Pennsylvania Railroad. When the Railroad would 
put up markers to show where the crossings would be, the local folk 
would tear them down. The Railroad had to finally hire U.S. Marshals 
to guard the markers, because local folk would rip them out of the 
ground the very day they were put in! 
 
 
South Bedford was called “Little York Road” connecting Macedonia 
with the Little York Community which was located along what is now 
Highland Road. When the mounds were built to raise the railroad over 
the dirt road that was route 82, we lost the “Beehive”. This was a hotel 

that was purchased and moved to “Indian Run Creek” 
and made into a dwelling by Frank Wise. All in all, 
after years of discontent about the Railroads 
“intrusion”, there were no accidents or deaths that 
resulted, because of the light horse and buggy traffic.

Your home work assignment is going to be to learn more about the brick building on the corner 
of Route 8 and Route 82. It is the one with the power lines behind it. The next time you drive by 
it….look at the side facing Route 8 very closely. Why is it shaped that way? 
 
Remember, in the grand scheme of things….Constant change is here to stay!

Changes to Macedonia’s Floodplain Map 
 

The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) recently re-examined flood zones and 
developed detailed, digital flood hazard maps for Summit County.  As a result, FEMA 
has revised the location of the identified special flood hazard area in Macedonia, the area that 
was once referred to as the 100-year floodplain.   The changes in Macedonia’s floodplain map 
affect about 100 property owners.  Those affected received a letter about the changes.  If you 
did not receive a letter, your property has not been affected by the changes.   The full text of 
new Ordinance No. 30-2009 relating to flood regulations and entitled “Special Purpose Flood 
Damage Reduction” is on file in the office of the Clerk of Council.  The map may be obtained 
from the City Engineer.  
 
Section 909.04 of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Macedonia is hereby 
amended June 11, 2009 to read as follows: 
 
 909.04   Noxious Weeds.  
      (a)      It is hereby determined that noxious and/or uncultivated weeds and grass 
growing at a height in excess of eight inches or higher, upon any improved

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property within the City after the first day of May of each year are a public nuisance.  For 
purposes herein, property which has constructed upon it, or in proximity to it, any  
building or similar structure used or intended to be used as the domicile of persons or as a place 
of business where persons reside during working hours, or any property in a residential 
subdivision to which is extended any improvement required by the Subdivision Regulations, 
shall be considered improved property.  
 
 (b)     The Clerk, no later than the first of June of each year, shall cause notice on the City’s 
webpage and cable station of this regulation that requires that all owners of improved property, 
in the City, to regularly remove the weeds and cut the grass growing upon their properties during 
the ensuing months of the year, by maintaining the grass and any cultivated weeds below a 
height of eight inches on the entirety of any improved property and removing any and all large 
piles or accumulations of cut grass and weeds from said property. 
 
(c)     Should any weeds or grass defined above be found on any improved property within the 
City, after the foregoing notice has been made, the Building Commissioner shall cause a written 
notice to be served by regular mail or personal delivery upon the owner, lessee, agent or tenant 
having charge of such land, notifying him that the weeds and grass are growing on such lands 
and that they must be cut or destroyed within seven (7) days after the service of such notice.  If 
the address of such owner lessee, agent or tenant having charge of the lands is unknown, it shall 
be sufficient to publish such notice once in a newspaper of general circulation in the City, and/or 
on the City’s webpage.   If the owner, lessee, agent or tenant having charge of the lands fails to  
comply with the above notice, the Building Commissioner shall cause all weeds herein and grass 
to be removed and/or cut Thereupon, the expense of all necessary work, including but not limited  
to cutting, mowing, raking and applying weed killer, shall be billed to the property owner by 
regular mail or personal delivery  and, upon his failure to reimburse the City this amount within 
thirty days thereafter, written notice shall may be made to the County Fiscal Officer advising of 
the City’s action with a statement of the charges for the services, including all services referred 
to above, the fees of the officers who made the service, the notice and return, and a proper 
description of the premises, and a request that all such costs and fees be entered upon the tax 
duplicate and a lien upon such lands from and after the date of the entry which shall be collected 
as other taxes and be returned to the Municipality according to law.  In the alternative, direct 
legal action may be taken by the Director of Law to recover these expenses. 
 
(d)     After two such written notices within the same calendar year are served by the Zoning 
Inspector upon the owner, lessee, agent or tenant having charge of such land, the City will assess 
a $100.00 fine upon the owner, lessee, agent or tenant having charge of such land for each 
subsequent infraction.  Each day that the improved property is not brought in compliance with  
this section following the issuance of the requisite notices to the owner, lessee, agent or tenant, 
shall constitute a separate infraction. 
 
(e)     If the property owner does not pay these fines within a period of thirty (30) days, the City 
may file a lien against the subject property with the County Fiscal Auditor.  Such amount shall 
be a debt of the person to who assessed until paid and, in case of delinquency, may be enforced 
as delinquent City property taxes or by a suit against such person by the City, County, or 
subsequent property owner who paid off such lien.

OPEN BURNING 
 

W ith Fall right around the corner and many local governments reducing or eliminating “leaf 
pick-ups”, many folks may mistakenly believe they can simply burn their leaves and yard waste 
in lieu of the regular pick-ups.  You are open burning any time you light an outdoor fire. 
 
 
The following open fires are allowed in Ohio: 
 
 

REQUIREMENTS FOR AN OUTDOOR FIRE 
 
Fires are for barbeques and cookouts: 
 
Wood stack: no higher than 2' high X 3' wide 
Use clean, seasoned, dry, cut, split wood 
No leaves or rubbish or green wood 
No burning of yard or house waste 
Always surround the fire with non flammable material such 
as stone, brick, etc.(no sandstone) 
Have a water supply, dirt or sand  available in case of emergency 
Keep all fires away from structures @ least 25' 
Be considerate of your neighbors 
Do not leave any fires unattended and extinguish when finished 
Flames should not exceed 3'x3'x3' 
 
  
    Ceremonial fire: 
 
  Wood stack no larger than 5' high X 5' wide 
 Duration no longer than 3 hours 

Clean, seasoned firewood or equivalent

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The Value of Trees to a  
Community 

 

The following are some statistics on just how important trees are in a community 
setting. 

Trees can add value to your home, help cool your home and neighborhood, break the cold winds 
to lower your heating costs, and provide food for wildlife. 

"The net cooling effect of a young, healthy tree is equivalent to ten room-size air conditioners 
operating 20 hours a day."—U.S. Department of Agriculture 

"Landscaping can reduce air conditioning costs by up to 50 percent, by shading the windows and 
walls of a home." — American Public Power Association 

"If you plant a tree today on the west side of your home, in 5 years your energy bills should be 
3% less. In 15 years the savings will be nearly 12%." —Dr. E. Greg McPherson, Center for 
Urban Forest Research 

"A mature tree can often have an appraised value of between $1,000 and $10,000." —Council of 
Tree and Landscape Appraisers 

"In one study, 83% of realtors believe that mature trees have a "strong or moderate 
impact" on the salability of homes listed for under $150,000; on homes over $250,000, 
this perception increases to 98%." —Arbor National Mortgage & American Forests 

"Landscaping, especially with trees, can increase property values as much as 20
